Ennures asPERA, sp. n.

Head ancl body rather strongly d.epressecl. Ifeacl 1] times as long
as broad, its length 4 fo 4i times in length to vent, its depth equal to
the distance between the centre of the eye and the tympanum; snout
obtusely pointed., with the nasals very feebly swollen, as long as the
postocular part of the head,; a feeble concavity in the miclclle of the
upper surface of the snout, extending to the midclle of the frontal
shield. Pileus nearly twice as long as broad,. Neck a little narrower
than the head.. Ilind limb reaching the collar or a little beyoncl;
foot 1;| tirnes as long as the head; toes rather slender, feebly com-
pressecl. Tail twice or a little less than twice as long as head and

bocly.

Upper head-shields flat, very rugose, with granular asperities.
Nasals in contacü with each other behind the rostral, the suture
between them ä to ä the length of the frontonasal, which is a little
broader than long; praefrontals as long as broad or longer than
broacl, separatecl by an azygos shieltl ; frontal a little shorter than its
distance from the end of the snout, 1ä to 1$ times as long as broad,
separated. from the supraoculars by a series of small scales; parietals
as long as broad; interparietal larger than the frontoparietals, in
contact with or narrowly separated from a verv small occipital. Two
supraoculars, together hardly f the length'of the supraocular region,
the fi.rst shmter than the second, the space in front of them fiIleil
by 4 or 5 transverse series of granules ; 6 or 7 superciliaries, separatecl
from the supraoculars by 2 or 3 series of grarrules. Three nasals,
lower in contact with the rostral and the first upper labial; anterior
loreal as long as deep or a little d.eeper than long, shorter than the
second ; 4 or 5 upper labials anterior to the subocular, which is keeled
below the eye and largely borders the mouth, its lower bord.er much
narrower than the upper. Temporal scales gr4uular, keeletl; no
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tympanic shiekl; no auricular denticulation. lorver eyelicl with a

transparent clisc formecl of trvo large blacl'-edged scales.

4 pairs of chin-shields, the first 3 in contact in the micldle.
31 or 32 gular sea,les in a straight line between the symphysis

of the chin-shields au.l the rneclian collar-plate; no gular fold. Collar
straight, free, composecl of ll plates.

Scales granular and keelecl on the nape, rhombic, feebly imbricate,
and. strongly keeled. on the body, graduating into the caudals, larger
and smooth towards the veutrals; 51 to 56 scales across the middle
of the body. Yentral plates in 12 or 14 rather irregular lougituclinal
and 33 to 37 rather angular trausverse series, the plates as long as

broad. or a little broader than 1ong. Praeanal region covered with
small inegular plates.

Scales ou upper sulface of fore limb moderately large, keeled.

Scales on upper surface of tibia rhombic, feebly irnbricate, keeled,,

as large as the posterior dorsals; one series of very large and one of
small plates on the lorver surface; 13 or 14 femoral p<-rresoneachside.

Subdigital lameilae bicarinate, spinulose, 21 under the fourth toe.

Upper caudal scales obliclue, truncate behind, strongl.y and diagonally
keeled, basal subcaudais .feebly lieeled ; 24 or 26 scales in the fourth
or fifth whorl.

Pale gre.vish-brown above, with 2 dorsal and. 2 lateral d.arker bands,
ancl 4 series of whitish, brown-edged ocellar spots on the baclr ; a

wlrite streak below the clark lateral band, from below the e.ye, thlough
the tympanurn, to the groiu; tail yellowish with a brorvn lateral
streak in the anterior half. Lower parts white.

Habitat.-Bechuanaland. Describecl from two female specimens

from Mochudi, received. by the South African Museum from Mr.
J. Fenton, along with examples of Eremias lugubris ancl Ichnotropis

capensis from the same localitv.
This species is closely related to the t.ypical E.lüt"eo-ocellata, differing

in the very rugose upper heacl-shields, the absence of projecting scales
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in front of the ear, antl the lowel nuruber of subcligital larnellae 121
instead of 24 to 28). The nuulber of scales aoross the borlv is lorv

(ö1 or 56 as agiuinst 53 to 73), as cornparc'd rvith E. linet'-r,cellata, in
rvhich I liave counted. the scales in 6-{ specitnens ancl find ouly 8 'n ith
less than 57. A further clillerence resicles in the chin-sliielcls, ol
rvhich the 3 anterior pairs are in contrlct in the rniclcile, insteatl of 2,

as is tlre rule in E. lineo-ocellato.
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
